When should I arrive?
  Please give yourself plenty of time to get here.  We donôt want you to be 
  rushed.  Give yourself 10 minutes prior to your reserved appointment time
  to get your child and your outfits and/or props unloaded from your car.  We 
  have the utmost respect for your time and do everything possible to start and 
  stop on time.  We allow 1/2 hour per baby.  Being late for your session will only 
  result in a shorter amount of time spent creating your photographs.  If you 
  anticipate being more than 15 minutes late, please call to reschedule your   
  appointment.

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              What Can I Expect At The Sessions?
1) Expect Fast Paced Fun!
As parents, we know children have a very low tolerance for doing any one thing   
for too long a time.  I ask you to trust me in my approach to creating the portraits   
you will have for a lifetime.  Not all babies smile on command and we canôt guarantee 
a smile.  Each baby is different.  Some of my finest images Iôve ever created had a 
ñsweetò expression on the child.  Sometime a full smile can make a baby squint so the 
beauty of the eyes is not seen.  I try to get all expressions.  It would be helpful to 
schedule your appointment around the babyôs best time of daybest time of day for a successful session.

2) Can I Bring Someone With Me?
Of course you can.....in fact we welcome it.  It makes you feel better to have help.

3) How Many Poses Do You Take?
Ok.....repeat after me....ñmy child controls the sessionò.....cômon say it!
I am kidding...but itôs true.  Your child will control the session and thatôs what 
separates us from a high volume chain studio.  (A ñchainò photographer actually brings
her children to me to photographðhow funny is that?)  We take as many as I can to 
fulfill the baby panel.  Additional poses will be taken solely at my discretion. The 
amount of images I create will always depend on the type of session being done.  You 
will always have enough to complete the baby panel.  

4) What Do I Need To Bring With Me?
Wellðdonôt forget the baby!  (Sorry...Iôm a kidder)  Seriously, letôs take a moment to 
go over each of the different sessions we do in our studio for babies.  I will go into 
some details of what to bring with you and what to look for as ñgrowthò stages   
and the best time to photograph a baby.

Before I do that....just some general things.  For your comfort we have a 
changing room.  Our dressing room has brushes and hair spray (for the bad hair 
days) and we also have a microwave for heating formula.  For obvious reasons, we 
do not have formula or bottles on hand.  If your baby is hungry, then we stop the 
session and you go and feed your baby, in private.  This is the secret to our success.
